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1. Objective

To process and analyze the fish eggs and larvae samples collected in Bplinao bay
every quarter for 2018.

Methodology
Quarterly monitoring of fish eggs and larvae in Bolinao bay was conducted in 2018.
The samples were collected by horizontal towing of a bongo net for 10 minutes with a
0.5m diameter, 1.5 meters length, 350um mesh size, and a flowmeter centrally
attached to the center of the net.

Results
Planktonic fish eggs in the coastal water of Bolinao bay consistently amasses in
station 7 during four surveys in different seasons of 2018. A high abundance of
planktonic fish eggs was observed in stations 5, 6, and 7, and a low concentration of
fish eggs was recorded in stations 1, 2, 3, and 4, respectively.

The peak concentration of fish larvae in Bolinao bay was observed in station 5 during
the four sampling period of 2018 regardless of climatic conditions. Among the
dominant fish, larval families were Siganidae, Carangidae, Achanturidae, Clupeidae,
and Leignatidae.
