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Abstract: A preliminary Distance line transect method survey on marine mammal distribution in the Gulf of
Thailand had been conducted during 3-10 April 2013 using M.V. SEAFDEC. A total observation effort was 35.15
hours and the total distance was 637.4 kilometers. There were four whale and dolphin sightings i.e., a Fin whale
(Balaenoptera physalus), five Indo-Pacific bottlenose dolphins (Tursiop saduncus), six Long-beaked common
dolphins (Delphinus capensis), and one unidentified dolphin were spotted. Additionally, while the survey was
off-effort, there were three unidentified cetacean sightings, approximately 27 individuals. Despite of low
encounter rate, this was the first official of shore survey for marine mammals in Thailand and it could be
fundamental data of offshore marine mammal study in Thailand in future.
