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REPORT OF THE WORKSHOP 

AGENDA 1 OPENING OF THE WORKSHOP 

  The Workshop on Fisheries Refugia Operational Management at Trat Site was 
organized following the issuances of Notification of Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives Re: 
Prescribing Fishing Gears, Fishing Methods, Fishing Areas, and Conditions Prohibited from Fishing in 
some Parts of the Fishing Ground in Trat Province, dated 26th May B.E. 2565 (2022) and Notification 
of Trat Province No. 1524/2565 Re: Appointment of Operational Management Board for Fisheries 
Refugia in Trat Province, dated 25th August B.E. 2565 (2022), as appear in Annex 1 and Annex 
2, respectively.  The workshop was also conducted as one of the activities in the implementation 
plan for the Project on Establishment and Operation of a Regional System of Fisheries Refugia in the 
South China Sea and Gulf of Thailand.  The workshop was organized by Rayong Fisheries Research and 
Development Center in collaboration with Trat Fisheries Provincial Office, Department of Fisheries on 
2nd September 2022, 09.00 – 17.00 hours, at the place of “the Local Fishing Community Organization 
of Ban Nam Chieo Ecotourism Small-scale Fishing Boats” in Laem Ngop District of Trat Province.  The 
workshop was joined by the total of 44 participants, including members of Operational Management 
Board for Fisheries Refugia in Trat Province, officers of the Department of Fisheries, fisheries refugia 
project officers, and observers from the communities and NGOs.     

1.1 INTRODUCTION OF THE WORKSHOP 

 Mr. Tanut Srikum, Director of Rayong Marine Fisheries Research and Development 
Center, introduced to the participants the background and purposes of the meeting.  He noted that 
the workshop aimed to provide the participants with the following: 1) background and processes for 
establishing fisheries refugia in Trat Province, 2) sustainable fisheries management measures pursuant 
to fisheries laws and regulations, 3) principal of Ecosystem Approach to Fisheries Management 
(EAFM), and 4) case study on community fisheries management based on EAFM in Ban Nam Chieo of 
Trat Province.  He stressed that the workshop would end up with brainstorming for operational 
management plan for fisheries refugia in Trat Province.  Mr. Tanut concluded his introduction that it 
was hoped that this workshop would enhance the awareness of sustainable fisheries management to 
fishers and stakeholders in Trat Province, particularly create the efficient management plan for 
effective fisheries refugia management at Trat Site which would result in the sustainability of fisheries 
resources and well-being in the community.     

1.2 KEYNOTE ADDRESS BY DIRECTOR OF TRAT FISHERIES PROVINCIAL OFFICE 

 Ms. Thitiporn Laoprasert, Director of Trat Fisheries Provincial Office, expressed her 
appreciation for the honour of addressing keynote on workshop opening.  She reminded the meeting 
that there were six countries participated in the Project on Establishment and Operation of a Regional 
System of Fisheries Refugia in the South China Sea and Gulf of Thailand which were Cambodia, 
Malaysia, Indonesia, Philippines, Thailand, and Vietnam.  She mentioned that the project was funded 
by GEF, having UN Environment as the GEF agency, SEAFDEC as the executing partner, and 
Department of Fisheries of Thailand as the national lead agency; In Thailand, there were 2 priority 
fisheries refugia being established, the sites of which were in Surat Thani and Trat Provinces.  She 
expressed her pleasure that some fishing grounds in Trat Province were established as the fisheries 
refugia for short mackerel in the area.  Ms. Thitiporn noted that she acknowledged the progress of 
project implementation and the recent notification of Operational Management Board for Fisheries 
Refugia in Trat Province.  She conveyed her hope that the workshop would benefit not only fisheries 
refugia, but also fisheries management in Trat Province on the whole.  She finally expressed her 
appreciation to fishers and stakeholders, resource persons, workshop organizers, and all participants 
for their great contribution to the success of fisheries refugia establishment in Trat Province.  

1.3 INTRODUCTION OF WORKSHOP AGENDA AND PARTICIPANTS 

 Ms. Wareerin Premrit, Fisheries Technical Officer of Rayong Marine Fisheries 
Research and Development Center, introduced the workshop agenda and invited participants to 
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introduce themselves to the workshop meeting. Workshop agenda and list of participants are 
provided in Annex 3 and Annex 4, respectively.        

AGENDA 2 PRESENTATION ON BACKGROUND AND PROCESSES FOR ESTABLISHING 
FISHERIES REFUGIA AT TRAT SITE 

Ms. Ratana Munprasit, Assistant for Fisheries Refugia Project for Department of 
Fisheries, presented to the workshop meeting background and processes for establishing fisheries 
refugia at Trat Site.  She initially gave a short brief of the background of fisheries refugia project 
including its participating countries, priority species, and the concept of fisheries refugia.  Ms. Ratana 
proceeded to the processes of establishing some parts of the coastal area of Trat Province as the 
fisheries refugia for short mackerel spawners, which were carried out by means of management 
committee meetings and multi-stakeholder consultations, as well as the approval of Trat Provincial 
Fisheries Committee.  She highlighted that, according to the agreement of all relevant sectors, there 
had been the issuance of “Notification of Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives Re: Prescribing 
Fishing Gears, Fishing Methods, Fishing Areas, and Conditions Prohibited from Fishing in some Parts of the 
Fishing Ground in Trat Province B.E. 2565 (2022)”.  She concluded on the notification that no person 
shall fish in fisheries refugia at Trat Site by purse seines fitted to motor vessels and pair trawls fitted 
to motor vessels in the period from 1 January to 29 February every year.  Ms. Ratana ended her 
presentation with introducing the recent committee for operational management of fisheries refugia 
at Trat Site notified in “Notification of Trat Province No. 1524/2565 Re: Appointment of Operational 
Management Board for Fisheries Refugia in Trat Province”.  Her presentation is shown in Annex 5. 

AGENDA 3 PRESENTATION ON MARINE FISHERIES MANAGEMENT PERSUANT TO ROYAL 
ORDINANCE ON FISHERIES B.E. 2558 (2015) 

 Mr. Pavarot Noranarttragoon, Ph.D., Head of Fisheries Resources Assessment Group, 
Marine Fisheries Research and Development Division, Department of Fisheries, presented to the 
workshop meeting the background of marine fisheries status, fisheries laws, and major fisheries 
measures in Thailand.  He presented the pool data structures of marine catches and numbers of fishing 
vessels from 1953 to 2020 showing big increase of the catches during the year 1960 - 1970 then 
fluctuated until 2020, while fishing fleet had their highest number in 2015 and substantially dropped 
in 2016 due to the enactment of  the Royal Ordinance on Fisheries B.E. 2558 (2015).  He showed the 
meeting the catch per unit of effort (CPUE) in the Gulf of Thailand which decreased from about 300 
kg/h in 1961 to about 30 kg/h recently.  Mr. Pavarot proceeded to the Royal Ordinance on Fisheries 
B.E. 2558 (2015) which aimed at limited access fisheries in order to ensure sustainable use as 
determined by the examination of best scientific evidence and balanced by economic, social and 
environmental considerations, in line with the ecosystem based approach and precautionary 
approach.  He highlighted some significant fisheries management approaches pursuant to the Royal 
Ordinance on Fisheries B.E. 2558 (2015), such as the issuance of fishing licenses for commercial fishing 
vessels in alignment with fishing capacity and maximum sustainable yield of aquatic animals; the 
issuance of small-scale fishing licenses for small-scale fishing vessels; the prohibition of using 
destructive fishing gears; and the prohibition of  some fishing in the areas and periods of Egg-bearing, 
Spawning, and Larval Rearing of Aquatic Animals.  Mr. Pavarot ended the presentation with referring 
to the Section 71(1) in the Royal Ordinance on Fisheries B.E. 2558 (2015) which was related to fisheries 
refugia management in Trat Province, the content of which was: The Minister of Agriculture and 
Cooperatives or the Provincial Fisheries Committee shall have the power to issue notifications 
regarding the following: (1) fishing gears according to their forms, fishing methods, fishing areas, the 
size of fishing vessels used in fishing operation and other conditions that are prohibited from fishing 
operations in fishing grounds.  His presentation is shown in Annex 6. 

AGENDA 4 CASE STUDY ON FISHERIES RESOURCES MANAGEMENT IN BAN NAM CHIEO, 
LAEM NGOP DISTRICT, TRAT PROVINCE 

 Mr. Morasum Nuchsopon, Chairman of the Local Fishing Community Organization of 
Ban Nam Chieo Ecotourism Small-scale Fishing Boats, presented to the workshop meeting the fisheries

resources management in Ban Nam Chieo, Laem Ngop District, Trat Province.  He introduced to the 
meeting the background of Local Fishing Community Organization of Ban Nam Chieo Ecotourism Small-
scale Fishing Boats which was established in 2015 and the blue swimming crab bank which was set up 
in the community since 2019 in support of the Department of Fisheries.  Subsequently, based on the 
experience in operating blue swimming crab bank, the community organization had set up other 
aquatic animal banks in accordance with their abundant periods, such as mud crab bank and giant 
prawn bank.  The banks were established on the basis of applied knowledge from researches and 
innovation of resources enhancement, aimed at rehabilitation of fisheries resources in the communities.  
Mr. Morasum mentioned that spawners of the aquatic animals were supported by fishers in the 
community, and some of the larvae for releasing were supported by Department of Fisheries.  He 
noted that members of community organization operated fishing for their main activities while 
hosting ecotourism in the community for their additional occupations.  Regarding coastal ecosystem 
concern, he noted that there had been the natural learning center for mangrove ecosystem in the 
community which was cooperatively established by Nam Chieo Subdistrict Municipality and Trat 
Mangrove Resource Development Station.  Mr. Morasum highlighted that Ban Nam Chieo or Nam 
Chieo Village was rewarded as “OTOP Village Champion” and the Outstanding Thailand Tourism 
Award.  He finally stressed that cooperation of the members in community was the main factor for 
sustainable management of fisheries resources and environment leading to healthy ecosystem and 
human well-being in the community.                               

AGENDA 5 PRESENTATION ON FISHERIES RESOURCES MANAGEMENT BASED ON EAFM  

 Mr. Akanit Kuapuag, Senior Fisheries Technical Officer of Chumphon Marine Fisheries 
Research and Development Center, introduced to the workshop meeting the principal of Ecosystem 
Approach to Fisheries Management (EAFM) which is an integrated management approach across 
coastal and marine areas and their natural resources that promotes conservation and sustainable use 
of the whole system leading to the sustainable development.  He mentioned the importance of 
Ecosystem Approach (EA) and Fisheries Management (FM) and the linkage between them.  He 
stressed that EAFM was the approach for balance among healthy ecosystem, human well-being, 
and good governance.  Mr. Akanit highlighted 7 principles of EAFM, i.e., 1) good governance, 
2) appropriate areas, 3) enhancing cooperation, 4) various objectives, 5) coordination and 
cooperation, 6) changeable management, and 7) precautionary basis.  He also explained the 
compositions in each principle and some examples for clarification.  His presentation is shown 
in Annex 7.  

AGENDA 6 DISCUSSION ON FISHERIES REFUGIA OPERATIONAL MANAGEMENT PLAN AT 
TRAT SITE  

  Mr. Akanit Kuapuag, responsible for facilitator of the discussion, invited participants 
to make a discussion regarding operational management plan in fisheries refugia at Trat Site. 

 Mr. Narong Chaisiri, President of the Fisheries Association of Trat, mentioned that 
there was the problem of non-Thai fishing vessels fishing in Thai Waters.  He recommended strict 
control by concerned authorities. 

 Mr. Phaiwan Siin, member of Trat Marine and Coastal Resources Committee, added 
the information that some illegal fishing vessels in Thailand went across to fish in neighboring 
countries leading to the fisheries resources management problems among the countries.     

 Ms. Waranthorn Kaewtunkham, Representative of Sustainable Development 
Foundation, expressed her opinion about the lack of continuous monitoring and assessing the status 
of aquatic resources after conservation and rehabilitation activities.  Her emphasis was on the 
evaluation of marine resources rehabilitation by artificial reef installation in Thai Waters.   

 Mr. Akanit Kuapuag responded that the evaluation of fisheries resources 
rehabilitation by installation of artificial reef had been carried out regularly by Department of 
Fisheries.  He noted that data were collected from both commercial and small-scale fisheries, as well 
as in rehabilitation areas, nevertheless, there was a lack of dissemination of such activities and 
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information to the fishers.  He acknowledged the problems and would recommend to the 
Department of Fisheries to conduct the activities for presenting such information to fishers and 
stakeholders involved.        

 Mr. Danai Chanthasi, Chairman of the Local Fishing Community Organization of Koh 
Chang Ecotourism Small-scale Fishing Boats, mentioned about the problem of fishing restricted rules 
in Marine National Park around Koh Chang which affected Trat Fishing Tourist Group that employed 
additional occupation by hosting tourist for handlining in the area.       

 Ms. Waranthorn Kaewtunkham recommended cooperation of all sectors for marine 
resources rehabilitation.  She commented that every community should also be involved in 
brainstorming for fisheries resources management planning.  

 Ms. Sirint chaiya, Chief of Khlong Yai Fisheries District Office, gave the information to 
the meeting that installation of artificial reef in the waters off ban Had Lek was restricted due to the 
security condition in the area, however fish apartment made from natural material could be placed. 

    Mr. Morasum Nuchsopon, Chairman of the Local Fishing Community Organization of 
Ban Nam Chieo Ecotourism Small-scale Fishing Boats, made an enquiry about the use of trawlers for 
collecting marine debris in the coastal seas. 

 Mr. Pavarot Noranarttragoon, Ph.D., Head of Fisheries Resources Assessment Group, 
Marine Fisheries Research and Development Division, Department of Fisheries, responded to the 
enquiry that according to fishery laws, trawlers were prohibited from operating in the coastal seas.  
Regarding marine debris collection, he recommended submitting the request, attached with 
specification of the gear and operation procedures, to the Department of Fisheries via Provincial 
Fisheries Office.  

 There followed an extensive discussion on management planning in fisheries refugia 
at Trat Site, facilitated by Mr. Akanit Kuapuag.  From discussion, stakeholders involved and problems 
of fisheries management in the area were comprehensively listed.  Vision, goals, and objectives were 
indicated, followed by management actions, indicators, and benchmarks which were categorized 
by 3 components, namely ecosystem, communities, and good governance.         

 After discussion, compositions of management plan in fisheries refugia at Trat Site 
were summed up as follows:  

• Stakeholders: 

1)   Small-scale fishers; 

2)   Commercial fishers; 

3)   Local Fishing Community Organizations; 

4)   Fishing leaders; 

5)   Fisheries Associations; 

6)   Fish suppliers/purchasers; 

7)   Teachers/students;

9)   Subdistrict Heads; 

10) Fisheries District Offices; 

11) Trat Fisheries Provincial Office; 

12) Rayong Marine Fisheries Research and Development Center; 

13) Marine Fisheries Patrol Unit (Trat); 

14) Provincial Office of Natural Resources and Environment Trat; 
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15) Department of Marine and Coastal Resources; 

16) Marine Department; 

17) Trat Tourism and Sports Office; 

18) Trat Public Relation Office; 

19) Community Development Office; 

20) Tourism and hotel entrepreneurs; and 

21) NGOs.

Notification of Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives  
Re: Prescribing Fishing Gears, Fishing Methods, Fishing Areas, and Conditions Prohibited from Fishing  

in some Parts of the Fishing Ground in Trat Province  
B.E. 2565 

______________________________ 

Whereas some parts of the fishing ground in Trat Province are places of abundant aquatic 
animal resources, rich ecosystem, and significant fishing grounds, as well as a migration route for short 
mackerel population.  It is found that particularly in the period from January to February every 
year, a large number of fully mature short mackerel migrate into the areas for inhabiting, taking 
refuge, and breeding.    At present, however, it appears that some inappropriate fishing gears are 
used for fishing in such areas.   If fishing by such fishing gears continues, it will cause catching a great 
quantity of short mackerel which affect the abundance of short mackerel resources.  Thus, to control 
fishing so as not to degrade the sustainability of aquatic animal resources, particularly to prevent 
excess catch of short mackerel breeders which will result in enhancing their opportunity of 
spawning and propagation so that they can maintain their status as food sources for people and 
fisheries resources for sustainable fishing, it is expedient to impose conservation and management 
measures aiming at balancing the nature and maintaining sustainability of aquatic animal resources 
and ecosystem on the basis of precautionary principle. 

By virtue of the provisions of Section 71, first paragraph (1) of the Royal Ordinance 
on Fisheries B.E. 2558 (2015), the Minister of Agriculture and Cooperatives hereby issues the 
Notification as follows:   

Clause 1 In the period from 1 January to 29 February every year, no person shall fish in 
some parts of the fishing ground in Trat Province by the following fishing gears:  

(1)  Purse seines fitted to motor vessels; and 
(2) Pair trawls fitted to motor vessels. 
The boundaries of such areas appear on the map attached to this Notification.  
Clause 2 This Notification shall come into force as from the day following date of its 

publication in the Government Gazette.

 According to the mutual agreement of the Department of Fisheries and stakeholders in 
the coastal communities in five districts of Trat Province, namely, Muang Trat District, Khlong Yai
