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PUBLIC AWARENESS MATERIAL FOR ENHANCING PUBLIC INFORMATION ABOUT

Refugia fisheries is a new approach to fisheries management that integrates fish stocks and critical
habitat management. The term 'fishery refugia' is new for most fisheries stakeholders and
managers in Indonesia. Therefore, there is a need to inform and educate the public about
fisheries refugia for fish stock sustainability through various material for instance leaflet, poster
and booklet. Leaflet and poster have been developed during the project in Indonesia are:
