3. Observation Summary 
 

Cruise was designed for conducting the practical training on the Engineering, 
Fishing operation, Oceanographic data collecting by using oceanographic equipments, 
navigators practice on the use of modern navigation and hydro-acoustic equipments. 
Technicians from the companies i.e., Engineer (Niigata Dockyard, Kawasaki Heavy 
Industry and Yanmar Engine Company), Fishing gear and Accessory (Teitoseiko), 
Oceanographic equipment (Nippon Kaiki) and Navigation & Hydroacoustic equipment 
(FURUNO company) had collaborated to conducted the final trial on the efficiency of all 
equipment installed on board M.V.SEAFDEC2 and to teach scientists and crews of 
M.V.SEAFDEC2 on the use of those equipments.
